Our Scholar-in-Residence

Noam Pianko is the Samuel N. Stroum
Professor of Jewish Studies and directs the
Samuel and Althea Stroum Center for Jewish
Studies at the University of Washington.
Pianko’s research interests include modern
Jewish history, Zionism, and American
Judaism. His first book, Zionism and the Roads
not Taken: Rawidowicz Kaplan, Kohn
(Bloomington: Indiana University Press,
2010) uncovers the thought of three key
interwar Jewish intellectuals who defined
Zionism’s central mission as challenging the
model of a sovereign nation-state. His second
book, Peoplehood: An American Innovation
(New Jersey: Rutgers University Press, 2015 )
tells the surprising story of a key concept in
modern Jewish identity. Pianko lectures
widely on topics related to Judaism, Zionism,
and Digital Humanities. He has been awarded
a Mellon Foundation Fellowship, a UW
Technology Teaching Fellowship, a Royalty
Research Award, and a Wexner Graduate
Fellowship.
